Kinds of Praver

How does contemplation differ from meditation?

Meditation is chiefly discursive, as our reason and in-
tellectual efforts predominate; it is ordered to contem-
plation, which is chiefly affective, as the loving senti-
ments of the heart and will predominate. Contemplation
may also be characterized by the predominance of the
divine initiative, as God draws the soul into deeper un-
ion with Him and the soul abides with Him: “Behold I
will allure her ... and I will speak to her heart” “and
We will come to them and make Our home with them”

Are there erroneous forms of prayer that must be avoid-
ed? Yes. Any path of prayer that seeks union with God
apart from the sacred humanity of Jesus Christ, the In-
carnate Word, is incomplete and deceptive: “No one
comes to the Father, but by Me”

May we practice “Christianized” forms of Yoga, Zen or
other pagan prayer forms? No forms of prayer that are
foreign to Christianity may not be safely practiced, as
these are inherently linked to false worship and the de-
ceptions of the devil. “What agreement hath the temple
of God with idols?”
